DATED: 21/04/2020 Evening Report

World Health Organization has declared the recent Novel Corona Virus, COVID-19 as Public
Health Emergency of International Concern (PHEIC) which has affected 213 Countries /
Territories including India till date. WHO has characterized COVID-19 as a Pandemic on 11%
March 2020.

In this context, Karnataka State has strengthened all Surveillance and containment measures
against the possible spread of disease.

“As of 5:00 PM of 21" April 2020, Cumulatively 418 COVID-19 Positive cases have been
confirmed in the State, it includes 17 Deaths & 129 Discharges”

Out of remaining 272 cases, 267 COVID-19 positive patients (including 1 pregnant woman,
P-176) are in isolation at designated hospitals are stable and 5 in ICU (P101, P273, P-349,
P-369 & P-409).

10 new cases have been confirmed for COVID-19 in the state from 20.04.2020, 5:00 PM to
21.04.2020, 5:00 PM.

Honorable Chief Secretary Govt. of Karnataka has issued Circular Instructions to the following
essential departments of Govt. including their Secretariat,

1) Department of Health & Family Welfare, 2) Medical Education Department,

3) Home Department, 4) Revenue Department, 5) Rural Development and Panchayat Raj,
6) Urban Development, 7) Department of Food, Civil Supply and Consumers Affairs

8) Department of Information and Public Relations, 9) Transport Department,

10) Department of Energy, 11) DPAR (E-Governance),

12) Department of Finance Including all Treasuries in the State,

13) Department of Animal Husbandry and Fishery,

14) Department of Forest, Environment and Ecology,

15) Department of Agricultural Marketing, 16) Department of Agriculture,

17) Department of Labour and 18) Department Horticulture,

The above department shall function with full staff and other Departments shall function with
33 % of Staffs.

This circular in force from 20-04-2020 to 03-05-2020.

Department of Health & Family Welfare issued circular and sought the support of Medical
Colleges in starting “Fever Clinics” and informed that respective colleges need to give their
consent for establishing “Fever Clinics” in their respective Hospitals.

The District Administration to monitor and supervise the activities of the “Fever Clinics”.
The required logistics and Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) shall be provided by the
department at free of cost. (Ref. No. HFW 99 CGM 2020 Dated: 20.04.2020).

Department of Health & Family Welfare issued Circular to all Private Health Facilities to notify
establishment of Fever Clinics to the District Health Authorities under KPME Act 2007.
The necessary credentials for reporting of Influenza Like lliness (ILI) and Severe Acute
Respiratory Infections (SARI) cases can reach to “COVID KARNATAKA” Portal
(http://covid.karnataka.tech/).

Additional Chief Secretary, Department of Health & Family Welfare and Medical Education
Department has directed all Directors of Government Medical Colleges in the State to submit
the proposal of Plasma Therapy for COVID-19 Patients to ICMR & DCGI. Proposal from BMCRI
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is shared for reference. (Ref. No. HFW 88 ACS 2020 Dated: 21.04.2020).

In order to contain the spread of COVID-19 in the State, Govt. has issued Circular for
5 | Mandatory Precautionary Measures to be Adopted by all Departments and staffs under State
Secretariat.

In 31 Fever Clinics of BBMP, in total 150 people have been screened on 20.04.2020 and till on
date 4623 people have been screened.

475 Fever Clinics of State, in total 11661 people have been screened on 20.04.2020 and till on
date 87681 people have been screened.

Home Quarantine Enforcement Squad have quarantined 26 persons in Institutions on
8 20.04.2020 based on the complaints received from public & totally till date 622 have been
shifted from home Quarantine to institutional quarantine.

The positive cases and suspects hospitalized in the designated hospitals and quarantined
persons will be staying there for a minimum period of 14 days or till the successive samples of
the positive case are proved negative or as per the treating physicians advice. This long
9 duration of stay in isolation requires a mental booster for keeping oneself calm & quite.
Foreseeing this Department has arranged for Mental Health Counseling of such patients and
contacts 1220 sessions were held on 20.04.2020 and so far 44506 number of counseling
sessions have been held counseling sessions for migrants.
